City Council on Tuesday, November 14, 2023, at 6:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the
matter may be heard at the Garden Grove Community Meeting Center at 11300 Stanford
Avenue, Garden Grove, California, 92840, for the purpose of considering and taking action on
an Amendment to the Amended and Restated Operating Covenant Agreement (the “2016
Agreement”) relating to changing certain terms of an Economic Development Subsidy, as that
term is defined in Government Code Section 53083(g)(1), to AAA Qil, Inc., dba California Fuels
and Lubricants, a California corporation, with respect to the continued operation of a petroleum
products distribution business in the city of Garden Grove. The City of Garden Grove desires
to create and retain jobs and employment within the City. The City and California Fuels and
Lubricants are proposing to amend the 2016 Agreement that encourages California Fuels and
Lubricants to retain its headquarters and business within Garden Grove. The City is proposing
to provide financial assistance in the form of an economic development subsidy to California
Fuels and Lubricants as described in the Amendment to the 2016 Agreement.

PROJECT A City-initiated zoning text amendment to Title 9 (Land Use) of the Garden Grove

DESCRIPTION: Municipal Code pertaining to retail sale by delivery of medicinal cannabis and
development standards for mechanical equipment, maximum hardscape coverage
within front yard setbacks, and substitute landscaping. The proposed code
amendment would update portions of Chapters 9.08, 9.12, 9.16, and 9.18
(Single-Family Residential Development Standards, Multifamily Residential
Development Standards, Commercial, Office Professional, Industrial, and Open
Space Development Standards, and Mixed Use Regulations and Development
Standards, respectively) of Title 9 of the City of Garden Grove Municipal Code to
specify standards for the screening of mechanical equipment within an exterior
equipment enclosure in residential zones; to clarify how the maximum permitted
hardscape coverage in the front yard setback in residential, commercial,
industrial, and open space zones is calculated; and to update the standards for
artificial turf in all zones. In addition, the proposed code amendment would
amend existing provisions of Chapter 9.52 (Cannabis Activities) of Title 9 of the
Garden Grove Municipal Code in a manner consistent with the recently enacted
Medicinal Cannabis Patients’ Right of Access Act to permit the retail sale by
delivery of medicinal cannabis in the City from licensed facilities located outside of
the City, subject to specified regulations. The proposed code amendment is
exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act.

A request to develop a 30-unit residential townhome project, which includes three (3)
affordable residential units for moderate-income households, on an approximately
1.22-acre site. The site is at 13252 Brookhurst Street and 10052 Central Avenue in
the C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) zone and R-2 (Limited Multiple Residential)
zone. As part of the project, the Planning Commission will consider a
recommendation that the City Council approve the following:

(i) General Plan Amendment to amend the General Plan Land Use Designations of
the properties from the Light Commercial (LC) and Low Medium Density Residential
(LMR) to Medium Density Residential (MDR) to facilitate the development of the
residential project;

(i) Amendment to rezone the properties from C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) and
R-2 (Limited Multiple Residential) to R-3 (Multiple-Family Residential) to facilitate the
development of the residential project;

(iii) Site Plan approval to construct the 30 three-story townhomes along with
associated site improvements; and

(iv) Tentative Tract Map approval to create a one-lot subdivision for the purpose of
selling each townhome as a condominium.

Pursuant to the State’s Density Bonus Law, the project is requesting one (1)
concession, and five (5) waivers to deviate from the R-3 zone development
standards as follows:

(1) A concession to deviate from the minimum open space amenity requirements;
(2) A waiver to reduce the minimum distance separation between two buildings from
10 feet to 7.5 feet;

(3) A waiver to reduce the minimum width of the active recreation area from 30 feet
to 15 feet;

(4) A waiver to allow a 6-foot high block wall to be constructed within the front
setback along Brookhurst Street;

(5) A waiver to reduce the minimum landscape setback along Brookhurst Street from
15 feet to 10 feet; and

(6) A waiver to allow the private open space to be located within the front setback
area.

The Planning Commission will also consider a recommendation that the City Council
adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration and an associated Mitigation Monitoring and
Reporting Program for the project.

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Water and wastewater arrearage payments
for cities available

Nov 1, 2023

The 2023 budget deal allocated $600 million in funding to the noncompetitive program
The state is extending a payment program for water and wastewater arrearages that
occurred during the COVID-19 pandemic. The State Water Resources Control Board
expects to disburse the funding to eligible applicants, including cities, in February 2024.
The pandemic made it difficult for many Californians to pay their bills due to job loss and
other hardships. This in turn created significant financial impacts for cities and local
water agencies. Securing funding for budget shortfalls has been a top priority for the
League of California Cities.

As part of the 2023 budget deal, Gov. Gavin Newsom signed a budget trailer bill
expanding the arrearages payment program. This expansion extends the relief period
from June 15, 2021, to December 31, 2022. The state Legislature allocated $600 million
in federal funding for the program.

The extended arrearage program will include both water and wastewater debt from
residential and commercial customers.

This funding is not competitive. However, if the total amount requested exceeds the
amount available, the state will reimburse applicants proportionately. The state may
also prioritize the timing of the payments to applicants serving rural and disadvantaged
communities.

The application period runs through Dec 31, 2023.

The State Water Board created the California Water and Wastewater Arrearages
Payment Program to provide relief to community water and wastewater systems for
unpaid bills caused by the pandemic. Customers cannot apply for relief through the
Extended Arrearage Program. However, relief may be available through the Low
Income Household Water Assistance Program.

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House Republicans elect a new speaker as
budget deadline looms

Nov 1, 2023

A government shutdown could impact many programs that cities rely on

After three weeks of unprecedented chaos, the U.S. House of Representatives has a
new speaker: Rep. Mike Johnson from Louisiana. Johnson succeeds California
Representative Kevin McCarthy, who was ousted from the position by a narrow vote.

Since the speaker pro tempore had limited powers, business ground to a halt in
Washington. Now that the House is back in session, lawmakers have a long to-do list.
Top of the list? Passing a budget deal.

If legislators fail to reach an agreement, spending authority for most federal agencies
will expire. All but the most essential services, such as air traffic control and customs,
would shut down. This could significantly impact many programs that cities rely on,
including social safety net programs, long-term disaster recovery, infrastructure
projects, and environmental reviews.

Even state agencies and nonprofits could see service shutdowns if they have positions
or services funded by federal dollars. During the 2019 federal shutdown, cities either
had to halt federally funded services or fund the services themselves.

Johnson eyes stop-gap bill as Democrats and Republicans remain split on key issues

In September, Congress passed a short-term funding bill that is set to expire on Nov.
17. Johnson has indicated that he plans to pass a stop-gap bill that will last through
April while House Republicans work out a longer-term solution. It remains unclear what
funding level he will choose.

Johnson wants to "build conference consensus regarding 2025 budget levels and pass
a budget resolution." When McCarthy built consensus on a top-line budget number, it
was below the amount agreed to by the White House. If House Republicans adopt this
strategy of letting the conference develop spending levels, it could lead to a fiscal
standoff — with the House on one side and the Senate and the White House on the
other.

On Tuesday, House Republicans announced an aid package for Israel that slashes
funding for the IRS. The move puts them at odds with President Biden, who requested a
joint aid package for Israel, Ukraine, and border security. Congress agreed to additional

IRS funding as part of the Inflation Reduction Act, but some lawmakers have tried to
claw it back.

The White House and Senate Democrats called the standalone bill a non-starter. House
Republicans meanwhile called for “accountability” on money sent to Ukraine.

House Republicans are also trying to block funding for California’s high-speed rail
project. Biden is a big advocate for passenger rail. Federal support for passenger rail
was a key part of the Bipartisan Infrastructure Act.

It's widely believed that current House Republican spending measures have no chance
of succeeding in the long term.

According to the latest Goldman Sachs analysis, a government shutdown in the short
term is “much less likely” than it was previously. However, there is “some risk” in early
2024, especially if Congress continues to rely on short-term extensions.

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Guide to Local Recovery Update: Nov. 1

Nov 1, 2023

Cities must “obligate” their State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds before the end of
2024. Those that don’t will need to return the funding to the U.S. Department of the
Treasury. Deadlines for key housing/infrastructure, water workforce development, and
diesel engine replacement grant programs are also approaching.

Key ARPA deadline approaching

The long runway to allocate funds under the State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds
program comes to an end next year. If a city does not “obligate” funds by the end of
2024, it must return the funding to the U.S. Department of the Treasury.

Budgeting the funding is not enough per the Treasury Department’s rules. Cities need to
place an order for property or services that require payment. In the case of payroll,
grantees must follow state and local established practices.

Cities with a starting date of Jan. 1 for their fiscal year realistically have little over a
month to obligate their funds. Although funding must be obligated before Dec. 31, 2024,
cities can spend the money well into 2026. More information and helpful tips are
available in a recent NLC article.

HUD program helps accelerate housing and infrastructure projects

Federal officials outlined how the Thriving Communities Technical Assistance program
can help under-resourced cities accelerate housing and infrastructure projects in a
recent blog post. The program helps cities ensure housing needs are considered as part
of their larger infrastructure plans. Cities can receive assistance in the following areas:
land utilization, regulatory reform, affordable housing preservation, and coordination.
The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development is accepting applications for
the program on a rolling basis. Priority will be given to jurisdictions with populations
under 250,000.

Funding available for water workforce development and diesel engine replacement

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is seeking applications for a water
workforce development program. Somewhere between 30 and 50% of the nation’s
water workforce is expected to retire by 2027. Water and wastewater treatment utility
workers are central to community public health, environmental, and economic well-
being, making this growing shortage even more concerning.

Funded by the Inflation Reduction Act, the program supports a wide range of local
initiatives. This includes targeted internship programs, regional workforce development

partnerships, leadership development, training programs, and education programs.
Applications are due Nov. 17.

The EPA is also accepting applications for two clean air programs. The Clean School
Bus Rebates program helps replace existing school buses with clean and zero-emission
buses. The application process is different from previous rebate programs; potential
applicants are encouraged to read the requirements and Program Guide closely. The
application period ends Jan. 31.

Applications for a program that helps transit agencies upgrade, retrofit, or replace
legacy diesel fleets are due Dec. 1. Although diesel engine emissions standards have
tightened, nearly eight million legacy engines are still in use. Broadly speaking, the EPA
defines legacy diesel engines are those with a model year 2009 or earlier.

Other recovery resources

The National League of Cities (NLC) is winding down its American Rescue Plan Act
office hours series. Held every Tuesday and Thursday, the program helps

cities navigate State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds requirements. The program ends
on Dec. 14.

NLC also released a list of tips for securing federal transportation grants. The list
includes several helpful tips, including information on local match sources and required
project deadlines.

The Local Infrastructure Hub is holding a Nov. 28 webinar on the Inflation Reduction
Act’s direct pay provisions. The rule allows tax-exempt and local governments to take
advantage of tax credits for building clean energy projects for the first time.

City officials looking for additional information about the American Rescue Plan Act,
Bipartisan Infrastructure Law, the Inflation Reduction Act, or additional recovery tools
can visit the Cal Cities Guide to Local Recovery portal.

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Rivas expects retail theft committee to ‘act
with focus and urgency’

Nov 1, 2023

Last week Assembly Speaker Robert Rivas announced the formation of a new Select
Committee on Retail Theft, chaired by Asm. Rick Zbur.

Addressing retail theft was one of the League of California Cities’ top legislative
priorities in 2023. Cal Cities co-sponsored a bill that would have increased
accountability for serial theft and created a diversion program for repeat offenders. The
Assembly Public Safety Committee ultimately held the bill, along with other key public
safety bills. The select committee is a step in the right direction.

“Californians have had enough of these smash-and-grab crimes and shameless
shoplifting incidents,” Rivas said in a statement. “They’re appalling and affect everyone.
The Assembly understands we must do more to address root causes, protect
businesses owners, and fight criminal activity. It's my expectation that the retail theft
select committee will act with focus and urgency.”

A National Retail Foundation survey found that stores in Los Angeles, San Francisco,
Oakland, and Sacramento were the top targets in the nation for organized retail theft.
An analysis by the Public Policy Institute of California found similar trends,

with commercial burglaries in particular rising above their pre-pandemic levels.

The select committee hopes to hold hearings this fall and into next year, which will bring
all stakeholders to the table. Members of the select committee include:

The move came as lawmakers began announcing new legislation for 2024, including a
measure by Sen. Scott Wiener that would make it easier to prosecute car break-ins.

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San Diego joins Cal Cities in opposing
ballot measure

Nov 8, 2023

The city of San Diego on Monday passed a unanimous resolution opposing the so-
called “Taxpayer Protection and Government Accountability Act."

Several organizations joined the city in announcing the resolution, including the League
of California Cities.

“This dangerous measure — that deceptively seeks to ‘protect’ taxpayers — would do
the opposite by leading to service reductions for streets and roads, water, public safety,
homeless shelters, and other critical services,” said Carolyn Coleman, executive
director and CEO of Cal Cities. “Meanwhile, wealthy corporations who are funding this
measure will benefit from loopholes in the measure that enable them to sidestep paying
their share.”

The November 2024 ballot initiative is sponsored by the California Business
Roundtable, a group of the state’s wealthiest corporations. In a presentation to the city
council, a city analyst noted that the measure would limit the ability of local voters and
their elected representatives to pass new revenue measures to provide vital services.
Cal Cities estimates the measure could reduce state and local government funding for
core public services by billions annually and that the measure’s unclear language could
result in lawsuits putting an additional financial burden on cities and taxpayers.

“This ballot measure is an anti-democratic power grab by greedy corporations and puts
a radical minority in charge of the democratic process,” said San Diego Council
President Sean Elo-Rivera. “It also jeopardizes a range of critical city services and
infrastructure that our residents have come to rely on and expect. We need more
accountability for wealthy corporations, not less."

A broad group of organizations oppose the CBRT initiative, including labor unions, local
government associations, lawmakers, and Gov. Gavin Newsom. In September, the
Legislature and the Governor filed an emergency petition with the California Supreme
Court to remove the initiative from the November 2024 ballot.

The case has received considerable scrutiny and analysts expect the court to decide
quickly. The deadline to print the 2024 ballot is in June.

Legislators this year also passed ACA 13 (Ward), which would require future ballot
measures that increase voter approval requirements to also pass by the same
threshold. If the voters approve ACA 13, then the CBRT measure must be approved by
a two-thirds majority vote. Both ballot measures will be on the November 2024 ballot,
when voter turnout is traditionally higher.

Early Telephone Days

This article was inspired by one appearing in the Fairview
Register, the newsletter of the Costa Mesa Historical Society,
in March/April 2023. Author: Mari Page

Looking through some of the old telephone
directories we have stored in the archive made me
think about how telephone numbers were
constructed in the days before 7-digit (not counting
the area code) numbers became common. Orange
County prefixes included Klmberly (Santa Ana),
JAsper (Brea), OXford (La Habra), and LExington
(Huntington Beach).

If you were born after the 1960s, you might not
recognize these exchange names or central office
names (Garden Grove and Anaheim used the latter).
The purpose of the exchange and central office
names was to identify the area the call came from.
Each number had to be unique, and as more
subscribers joined, new ideas for numbers had to be
developed. One idea was to take two letters from the
central office or exchange name, and add numbers
to it; originally there were four numbers with a 2-
letter prefix, and later five numbers.

Early direct dial telephones (remember dials?) had
both the letters and numbers in the center of the
dial. When a phone call was to be made the dialer
would use the first two letters in the name (usually
capitalized in the listing) and the numbers that
followed.

When telephones were first invented in 1876, they
were viewed with excitement and skepticism. How
could a voice be carried over a wire by using a
machine? Skepticism gave way to practicality, and
soon telephone exchanges were in every major




American city. In these early small networks, the
customer who subscribed would contact the
switchboard operator to connect their call; the
operator would manually connect the call
During this early period the telephone was a
transmitter placed in a wooden box, and you
listened and talked via the same opening. Party
lines were introduced in 1878 to cut the high
cost of phone service; in the 1950s, a single party
line was $4.75 a month, whereas a two-party line
was $4 and a four-party line was $3.50. A side
benefit was the ability to listen in on private
conversations on other lines, an activity frowned
upon in most households.

The change from switchboard to dialing calls
was initially resisted by the Bell Telephone
System, who felt it would be hard for callers to
have to dial a number, many phones did not have
a dial in the early days, and operators would lose
their jobs. The changeover slowed during World
War Il because of shortages of materials. The last
manual telephone service in Southern California
was in Avalon, Catalina Island, in 1978.

Other milestones include touch-tone dialing
(1963), cordless telephones and video phones

An Aviator’s Jacket Carries a Precious
Patch

Marine Fighting Squadron 422 (VMF-422) was a
Marine Corps unit that flew missions in World
War II as well as the Korean conflict. One of the
pilots, First Lieutenant Robert Conrad “Curly”
Lehnert, became lost in a storm on January 25,
1944, and was forced to land in the sea; he spent
three days in a life raft. Six other aviators in the
squad who were flying the same mission never
returned.

Lehnert’s son, John, donated memorabilia his
father had accumulated in his career, including a
leather flight jacket with a fascinating and
unique patch sewn above the left pocket.

Here’s the sytory: In his book, U.S. Marine Corps
Aviation Unit Insignia, author Jeff Millstein wrote,
“Just prior to shipping out in late 1943, squadron
members realized that they didn’t have an
insignia to take with them into combat. One of
the pilots, Lt. Mark Syrkin, called his cousin,
Mark Hellinger. Hellinger was a famous
Hollywood producer and knew Walt Disney
personally. Hellinger placed a call to Disney’s
home and explained the situation and the lack of
time to go through ‘channels.” Disney told him to
have his cousin show up at the studios the next
morning. When Syrkin arrived, there was a



package containing 50 hand-painted jacket
patches which had been painted overnight by the
entire Disney Studio staff.”

The image on each patch the men received
featured Disney’s Peg Leg Pete, a hefty,
anthropomorphic cat who was the arch nemesis
of Mickey Mouse. Dressed in pirate garb, Pete is
riding on the back of a Corsair fighter aircraft
with a dagger in his teeth and clutching a corsair
sword in his big, gloved hands.

The insignia is one of roughly 1,200 unique
designs created by Disney staffers for American
and Allied military units during World War IL
Walt Disney and his troupe of talented artists
pledged their support for the US war effort
without hesitation, and without profit. The
Disney Studios devoted over 90 percent of its
wartime output to producing training,
propaganda, entertainment and public-service
films, publicity and print campaigns, and
creating these unit insignia.

A large selection of this artwork is displayed in
the exhibit The Walt Disney Studios and World
War 1I, which is on display at The Walt Disney
Family Museum of San Francisco.

The SCAG Regional Council voted on Nov. 2, 2023, to release both the draft Connect
SoCal 2024, the region’s 2024-2050 Regional Transportation Plan/Sustainable
Communities Strategy (RTP/SCS), and the accompanying Program Environmental
Impact Report (PEIR) for public review and comment through Jan. 12, 2024. The
comment period for the draft Connect SoCal 2024 plan begins on Nov. 2, while the
comment period for the draft PEIR begins on Nov. 9.

Updated every four years, Connect SoCal 2024 outlines a vision for the region, with
integrated strategies across the areas of mobility, community, environment and
economy to achieve that vision. The Plan meets federal transportation conformity
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requirements and state requirements for greenhouse gas emission reduction, enabling
the region to continue to receive funding for much-needed transportation projects.

Connect SoCal 2024 is informed by local jurisdictions plans more so than in past
cycles, facilitated by SCAG staff meeting with 164 jurisdictions during the
development stage. Plan development also included input from hundreds of
stakeholders and thousands of Southern Californians, and leadership from 149 policy
committee and Regional Council members. The transportation investments include
projects submitted by six county transportation commissions and supplemented by a set
of regional strategic investments.

During the draft Connect SoCal 2024 public comment period, SCAG staff will host
three public hearings on Dec. 4, 5 and 8, in addition to briefings for elected official in
each county in the SCAG area. For more details, please visit ConnectSoCal.org, or
email ConnectSoCal@scag.ca.gov with any questions.

As the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) lead agency, SCAG’s Connect
SoCal 2024 Draft PEIR includes a region-wide, programmatic-level environmental
assessment, and considers and discusses feasible mitigation measures and a range of
reasonable alternatives to the Plan. The separate but parallel CEQA 65-day public
comment period for the draft PEIR begins Nov. 9 and ends on Jan. 12, 2024, the same
day as the comment period for the draft Connect SoCal 2024 plan. The draft PEIR will
be available on Nov. 9.

ACTION
SCAG REGIONAL COUNCIL APPROVES $45 MILLION FOR THE
LASTING AFFORDABILITY PROGRAM

On Nov. 2, the Regional Council also approved funding recommendations for the
Notice of Funds Available (NOFA) for the Lasting Affordability Program, a $45
million competitive call supporting program-level investments in housing trust funds,
community land trusts, catalyst funds and nonprofit organizations that secure lasting
affordability.

The NOFA is funded by the Programs to Accelerate Transformative Housing (PATH)
Program under the Regional Early Action Planning Grants of 2021 (REAP 2.0). With
the NOFA, SCAG will fund 14 transformative planning and implementation projects in
the region to carry out REAP 2.0 goals of accelerating infill development, affirmatively
furthering fair housing and reducing vehicle miles traveled.

College.

DEADLINE APPROACHING FOR THE REGIONAL UTILITIES
SUPPORTING HOUSING PROGRAM

SCAG recently opened a Call for Applications for the Regional Utilities Supporting
Housing (RUSH) Pilot Program. This competitive call, open through Nov. 6, will



award an estimated $35 million to projects in any of the following categories meeting

the definition of infill:

e Planning Projects: Plans, programs and green infrastructure plans to support
increased utility capacity to support residential development identified in

housing elements.

e Capital Projects: Projects that address current and future utility restrictions
for housing development and enable continued infill housing development by
upgrading infrastructure for sewer, water, stormwater and dry utilities

systems.

Recordings of an Oct. 4 information session will be available soon, and office hours
with SCAG staff are available to support applicants. More information on the call for

FINAL SOCAL GREENPRINT TECHNICAL ADVISORY
